2) Read Matthew 20:25-28. What does this tell us about Christ’s 

expectations for us? How do those expectations play out in our 

lives today? 

3) Read Psalm 139:13-18. What does this passage teach us about our 

lives? Now read Acts 17:24-27. What does this passage teach us 

about our purpose? 

4) Do you tend to view people as if they should serve you, or do you 

see people as if God has placed them there for you to serve? 

5) Pastor Dave said, “Not only has God designed you physically and 

emotionally, but then He planted you in front of an audience in 

order to help them find God.” Where has God planted you and 

how are you trying to serve the people of that mission field?
