GOING DEEPER 
1) Read Proverbs 31. What are some of the characteristics of a godly 

woman stick out to you? Why did those things seem to catch your 

attention?  

2) Read Proverbs 31:10. Many people today get caught up in the 

comparison game and they usually come out on the short end of the 

stick. In addition to that, our society makes women feel less 

valuable due to an unrealistic standard of beauty. What does this 

verse tell us about what really makes a wife and mother valuable? 

3) Read Proverbs 31:25. Many people live in dread of the future. How 

can a person live with such confidence that they laugh at the days to 

come instead of worrying over the days to come?  

4) Read Proverbs 31:28-31. If your mother is still alive, how can you 

rise up and call her blessed? In other words, what do you need to do 

today to give your mother the honor she deserves? 



GOD’S TRUTH TO REMEMBER 
Proverbs 31:28–31 (NIV) - Her children arise and call her blessed; her 

husband also, and he praises her: “Many women do noble things, but 

you surpass them all.” Charm is deceptive, and beauty is fleeting; but a 

woman who fears the Lord is to be praised.
