ICE BREAKER 
If you could invite four famous people to dinner, who would you choose 

and why? 

GOING DEEPER  
1) Read John 20:2 and John 9:25. These two verses tell of a person 

telling what they know and what they experienced. Why is that 

concept the very essence of witnessing? 

2) Pastor Dave said, “Part of our mission is to share with others what 

God has promised to do.” Why is it important to know the promises 

of God? What are some of the promises God has made that we 

should be sharing?  

3) Read Matthew 28:7, 10. In both verses, Mary is instructed to carry a 

message to Jesus’ followers; however, there is one major difference 

in the wording between what the angel said and what Jesus said. 

What is that difference and what message does that difference 

convey?  

4) Read John 3:17. What is the message of this verse? How is the 

message of this verse different than the way many people view God?  

5) Read Matthew 28:18-20. What is the difference between telling and 

teaching? Why is our personal obedience to Christ essential if we 

want to carry out His command to teach others to obey everything He 

taught?
