ICE BREAKER

GOING DEEPER  
1) How is our culture’s view of the jobs we think are important distorted? 

How does the pay rate of the most significant jobs reflect this 

distortion? What does that say about how we, as a culture, value or 

devalue the worth of a mother?  

2) Are there things your mother said to you that you thought were foolish 

or that you ignored until you had children of your own? What 

happened to change your view? What would you say to a mother who 

doesn’t believe her kids are hearing anything she says? 

3) Read 1 Timothy 1:5. Why do you think Timothy’s father wasn’t 

mentioned in this verse? What encouragement do you find in this for 

single mothers (or for mothers who’s husbands aren’t involved in the 

spiritual formation of their children)?  

4) Read Isaiah 43:2-3. What encouragement does this verse offer to the 

mother (or to anyone) who feels overwhelmed?  

5) How did your mother influence your life for God? What is a concrete 

action you can take to show her your appreciation? If your mother is 

no longer alive, what action could you take in her honor to show your 

appreciation for her?
